a. One letter from either the principal or guidance counselor of the school from which
the applicant will graduate; to include size of class and student's position in the class,
and the cumulative grade point average.
b. One letter from an adult who can validate the activities that the applicant
participated in which demonstrated support for Active Duty Service members and/or
Veterans. This person should provide a letter attesting to the applicant's character in
regard to conduct, citizenship, patriotism, and leadership.
3. An original article/essay consisting of no more than 1,000 words (typed, double-
spaced). The title of the article/essay will be “Proud to be an American — Keeping
the Wave of Patriotism Strong.”
A letter from a recipient organization(s) verifying fifty (25) hours of voluntary service.
A certified transcript of the applicant's high school grades.
If applicable, a brief statement of the military service of parent or parents, including
the branch of service and dates of service.
